(ICRC)

For the very first Humanitarian Visa d’or award of the International Committee of the Red Cross
(ICRC), sponsorship by the SANOFI ESPOIR Foundation will fund the prize for the 2011

winner, Catalina Martin-Chico, who will be presented with the award during the evening show
on Thursday, September |,201 1.

The award is given to professional photojournalists. It focuses on three related objectives:

e showing the difficulty that healthcare teams have to reach victims in situations of armed
conflict or other violence, and, more generally, to carry out medical duties and provide care in
war time.

e focusing on so-called forgotten conflicts that get little or no media coverage.

e providing illustrations of international humanitarian work and law, the principle being humane
action, under all circumstances, to protect and help people no longer involved in combat
(wounded, injured or in detention) or who have never been involved at all (civilians).

The ICRC was founded i Geneva in 1863 for the purpose of providing assistance and protection for

people mn times of armed conflict and other situations of violence. The ICRC operates in some Sixty

countries.
